•This wine is rich and indulgent, with a 
gorgeous gold hue. The aromatics exude tropi-
cal fruit with hints of pear and vanilla bean. On 
the palate this wine is full and plush, carrying 
through the tropical notes from the nose, 
alongside lemon peel and a touch of spice.

•25% new oak in 500L puncheons for a softer 
oak influence, which also allows the purity of 
the fruit to come through. 

•Family owned vineyard & winery in the 
Chehalem Mountains near the northern border 
of Ribbon Ridge in the Willamette Valley of 
Oregon.
