Focused & bright 
on the palate, with a supple texture and soft 
tannins that showcase red fruit, warm spice, 
& hints of dark chocolate & coffee beans on 
the finish.

•Small, family owned winery in the Chehalem 
Mountains near the northern border of 
Ribbon Ridge. 

•Colene Clemens has established itself as 
one of the preeminent producers of Pinot 
Noir in the United States, with the rare 
distinction of having been selected for 
Wine Spectator’s Top 100 in three of the last 
four years (2018, 2017, & 2015).
